2010-2011 Reflections Program  
Summary- “Together We Can”

Families and friends of students who 

participated in Reflections at the state level 

were impressed on March 14 when they viewed 

the 365 pieces of artwork that went to state 

judging.  This year, 32 PTAs statewide 

produced 1934 entries.  After each PTA sent 

their top 3 entries in each category and age 

group, we had collected 88 pieces of literature, 

17 musical compositions, 74 photographs, 156 

visual arts pieces, 13 choreographed dances, 

and 18 films.  The judges had difficult choices 

in selecting winners at the state level.  The top 

entry in each age group for each category has 

been sent for national judging (23 entries) 

which will be completed in May. 
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Thank you to Gilbert H. Hood Middle School 

for hosting the Exhibit again this year and 

providing the expertise of David Minkle, Media 

Director. Reflections Chairs (Missy Vinson 

from Barka, Sue Perry from Grinnell, and Holly 

Tate from Bartlett) were invaluable in setting up 

the exhibit.  And none of this would have been 

possible without the Reflections Chairs at each 

local unit, who spent hours informing school 

staff, parents, and students about the Reflections 

Program, processing the entries, arranging 

judging, and achieving recognition for their 

students.  BJs and T-Bones each made 

significant donations toward the Reflections 

Program.  Holly Tate also donated her time and 

expertise as a photographer to take the photos of 

our winning entries that we sent to National 

PTA for judging. 

 

Certificates for all students participating at the 

state level were mailed to local unit Reflections 

Chairs the first week of March. If you did not 

receive your certificates or if any were 

misspelled, please contact Kristine Nippert in 

the State PTA Office. 

 

The 23 first place students will be invited to the 

Reflections Cultural Arts Luncheon on 

November 19 at the Red Jacket in North 

Conway during the NH PTA Convention.

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with NH PTA but with the IRS and your own PTA 

by-laws.  Whether your fiscal year ends with the 

school year or at any other time of the year there are 

several questions your board should be asking itself. 

 

ü Do you have an adequate slate of nominees 

to make up a new board if terms are up? 

ü Do you have key positions accounted for? 

ü Donôt forget to plan time to transition and 
train any board members for their new 

positions. Whether new to the board or 

transitioning to a new position it is 

recommended to the best of your ability and 

circumstances to ensure all information is 

passed on accordingly and accurately. 

ü Have you filled out the necessary NH PTA 

annual documents (which can be found on 

our website www.nhpta1.org)? 

ü Are you prepared for your annual audit as 

designated in your by-laws? 

Have you filed your annual tax report with 

the IRS? (Remember all filings must be 

done by the 15th day of the 5th month 

following the end of the unitôs fiscal year.) 

ü Are your by-laws current?  Do they need to 

be updated and sent the NH PTA?  

Reminder by-laws are to be sent to NH PTA 

every three years for approval to remain a 

unit in good standing. 

ü Are you in compliance with IRS regulations 

and requirements for non profits? 

ü Did you know the IRS offers virtual 

workshops and mini courses for exempt 

organizations for free?

Just Between Friends –Revenue Share 
There’s Still Time to Earn for the Spring 
 

In the beginning of February, Just Between Friends 

distributed revenue share checks to units that met 

the revenue share criteria for the Fall semester.   

Units who met the criteria earned $122 to $245 each 

for the semester.  

  

Thereôs still time to earn revenue for the Spring 

2011 semester.  To be eligible, your unit must have 

one parent in at least 20% of the households in your 

community go through the Just Between Friends 

household start-up wizard.  Then, theyôll have a Just 

Between Friends household account and this gets 

them into your unitôs communications group.  

Communicate with them at least 10 times during the 

semester to enjoy revenue share.  If you 

communicate at least 10 times in the semester to 

50% of the households in your community, you 

double your revenue share.  The number of dollars 

depends on how much revenue is derived from 

companies that advertise on the Just Between 

Friends system.  Eligible units will receive their 

checks for the Spring 2011 semester in August.
