If your unit has not already done so you will want to start the process of getting filed with the NH Department 

of Justice Division of Charitable Trust and with the NH Secretary of State.  The above links will lead you to both 

websites and provide you with the specifics on how you should go about your first filing as well as the annual 

and every five year requirements once registered.    All non-ǇǊƻŦƛǘΩǎ ƛƴ bI όǘƘŀǘ ƛƴŎƭǳŘŜǎ ŀƭƭ t¢!Ωǎύ ŀǊŜ ǊŜǉǳƛǊŜŘ 

to file with both the DOJ and SOS.  It is important to do so sooner rather than later as we do not know when 

the state may start taking action for any non-profit that does not file accordingly. 

 The due date for filing with the SOS once registered:  

Nonprofit A report and filing fee for these business types 
is due by December  31st every five (5) years 
pursuant to RSA 292 

Note about the Secretary of State, it is important to report any changes to your address should this occur for 

any reason at any time.  Do not wait for the 5 year renewal to do so.  The SOS will only send the reminder of 

required renewals to last known address and if this does not get to your PTA you can and will be revoked.  If 

revoked you will have to call the SOS to get reinstatement forms sent to you as well as pay additional fees. 

The due date for filing with the DOJ once registered:
